Award Judging

Tactic and campaign entries will be judged by PRSA members from another professional chapter. It is the Central Michigan Chapter’s policy not to partner with the same judging chapter in consecutive years. The judging sheets contain the following information: 
Tactics Scoring Sheet
Research/Background (25 points possible)
· Thoroughness of advance analysis to determine appropriateness of project (15 points) 
· Evidence of impacting the success of a broader or ongoing program (10 points) 
Planning/Content (25 points possible) 
· Budgeting (efficient use of funds and resources at any level) (5 points) 
· Selection of appropriate target audiences (5 points) 
· Development of realistic and/or unique goals, objectives and strategies (15 points) 
Execution (50 points possible) 
· Quality (overall image, presentation, appearance, clarity of message) (10 points) 
· Creative execution of tactics to reach goals (30 points) 
· Ability to adjust/maintain creative direction during project to meet goals (10 points) 
Campaign Scoring Sheet
Research (25 points possible) 
· Thoroughness of advance analysis or research as appropriate for project scope (10 points) 
· Evidence of complete and appropriate research techniques (15 points) 
Planning (25 points possible) 
· Budgeting (efficient use of funds and resources at any level) (5 points) 
· Selection of appropriate target audiences (5 points) 
· Development of realistic and/or unique goals, objectives and strategies (15 points) 
Execution/Creative Quality (25 points possible) 
· Quality (overall image, presentation, appearance, clarity of message) (5 points) 
· Creative execution and technical expertise (15 points) 
· Ability to adjust/maintain creative direction during project to meet goals (5 points) 
Evaluation (25 points possible) 
· How well did the entry meet the stated purpose/objectives and address the target audiences (20 points) 
· Appropriate measurement tool to evaluate success (5 points)
